I do not understand the inconsistency with the Sonoma County officials.  While they continue to vote in favor of the asphalt plant next to Shollenberger Park (all but Supervisor Zane), they then hold health conscious events like the iWalk at Shollenberger Park. They complain about the regrettable fact that Petaluma is unable to fund its visitors program next year (County Planning Commissioner Don Bennett’s May 14th article) yet Mr. Bennett has voted for the asphalt plant project. And do we need asphalt? The asphalt sources in Santa Rosa alone aren’t producing anywhere near their potential.  One plant alone can produce 780,000 yearly tons but averages about 140,000 yearly tons. We cannot hold health events next to an asphalt plant that will release fugitive and diesel emissions in the air and produce sound levels that exceed general plan acceptable levels.  Nor can we encourage visitors to visit a City with an industrial park at its gateway. Should we be grateful that their support for the Dutra project will significantly reduce the likelihood of Petaluma visitors!  Why doesn't Dutra fund the visitors program and site it between the twin towers of asphalt? Can’t get any more inconsistent than that!
