Dear County Supervisors, 
I am a parent of a child attending school in Petaluma where the new asphalt plant, referenced above, is proposed. I have learned that the Final Environmental Impact Report (FEIR) for this project states that the impact on air quality, noise and scenery will be significant and unavoidable.  I am concerned about the hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) that will be released from the Dutra asphalt plant and their impact on the health and well being of the children here in Petaluma, including my own.  Children have a smaller body mass and are growing faster than adults and therefore more susceptible to the dangers of toxic chemical than are adults, and I am concerned that the Final EIR does not account for this.  We already have air quality concerns in the Bay Area and the addition of more pollutants in our populated and sensitive area is very troublesome.  

As a family we often visit Shollenberger Park where the river edge trail and observation platform is located a few hundred feet from Dutra’s proposed site.  I am very concerned that my family, and especially my young children, will suffer long-lasting health effects and disease from exposure to toxins associated with asphalt plants.  

We elected you as County Supervisors to represent the will of your constituents and to protect your people from harm.  Voting to allow Dutra’s plant to be built is in direct contrast to both of these.  Please Supervisors, I implore you to not only carry out your civic duty but also follow your conscience and vote no on March 24th.
